Tillie and Joe Kawula Scholarship and Hershel Davidner Memorial Scholarship

In 1982 a group of Prince Albert business people joined together to create the Prince Albert and District Community Scholarship Fund. It began with the idea that students who volunteer their time to make Prince Albert and district a better place should be rewarded for it. That philosophy still remains and is the basis for the two $1,000.00 scholarships being offered this year. The Hershel Davidner Memorial Scholarship was named for the late Hershel Davidner who owned Davidner’s Clothing and Western Wear Ltd.  During those years Mr. Davidner donated greatly to students through scholarships leading to post-secondary education.

Two $1,000.00 scholarships will be awarded to students entering a recognized university or technical institute. One application will apply to both awards.
